KIT INSTALLATION

1. Safely raise the front of vehicle and support with  

 jack stands for safety.
2.  Remove the Wheels.

· Perform the following procedures one side at a time. 

· Ensure all new components received are correct before removal of existing parts. 

· Retain all OE hardware.
· Coil springs store massive amounts of energy when compressed, extreme care must be used when handling.
FRONT COMPONENT REMOVAL

3.  Support the front control arm with a floor jack under the lower control arm.
4.  Remove the mini strut, 3 bolts at top, 1 bolt at bottom.

Do not remove the centre top nut, this has extreme spring energy stored.

5.  Using a high quality coil spring compressor, compress the coil spring so strut is free of spring force.
6.  Remove centre top nut.  Remove coil spring from strut and slowly release energy from spring.
FRONT IRONMAN KIT INSTALLATION
7.  Using a high quality coil spring compressor, compress the coil spring to reassemble new strut with OE top plate with new bush kit, reverse of removal, use care to align top and bottom mounting bolt positions.
8.  Tighten centre top nut until fully tightened, Torque to 31ft-lbs, slowly release energy from spring.
9.  Install new assembly into position reverse of removal. Torque top spring seat nuts to manufacturer’s specifications, fit lower strut bolt into position, leave nut finger tight until vehicle lowered onto ground. Only tighten bottom bolt to manufacturer’s specifications when vehicle is at ride height.

REAR COMPONENT REMOVAL

10.   Support differential with floor jack to prevent damage to brake hoses from over stretching.
11.   Remove OE Shock Absorber.

12.   Disconnect Anti-Sway bar link to assist differential to be lowered.
13.   Carefully remove coil spring from position, coil spring compressor may be used to assist removal.

REAR IRONMAN KIT INSTALLATION
14.  Install coil spring reverse of removal, coil spring compressor may be used to aid installation.  Be sure to fit OE spring cushion correctly. Note: Coil springs have Drivers side D/S and Passenger\Near Side N/S markings.
15.  Re-attach Anti-Sway bar link, Do not tighten until vehicle lowered to ground at ride height.
16.  Install new Ironman Shock absorber and tighten to manufacturer's specifications only when vehicle lowered to ground at ride height.  Until then Shock Absorber should only be finger tight.
17.  Check all brake lines to ensure that no binding has occurred and that full extension does not stretch the lines.
18.  Fit wheels.  Lower the vehicle to the ground.
19.  Bounce the vehicle to settle the suspension. 
20.  Torque all the Shock Absorber mounts and anti-sway bar links to manufacturer’s specifications.
21. Check all fasteners for proper torque.
22. The vehicle may require a front end alignment.
23. Align headlights.
24. Check all fasteners after 500km.
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
